Pastors Ponderings  
 

 Last month, I wrote about our call to be out there inviting people in to ñcome and seeò Christ at Messiah, 

to be about doing the great commission Jesus gave his disciples at the end of the Gospel of Matthew.  It was in 

anticipation of ñinvite a friend to churchò month in April.   
 

 I donôt know how many people invited others to come, or how many new ï or re-newed ï people came 

to church in April as a result of our special month, but itôs not something that we should only think about, or do, 

one month of the year.  Itôs our mission ï all the time.  So, keep on thinking of those friends, neighbors, co-

workers, classmates, or Messiah friends you havenôt seen in church for a long time ï and invite them to join you 

some Sunday, to ñcome and seeò Jesus in worship here. 
 

 Along with the call to invite people in to get to know Jesus, there is another part of the call in Matthew, 

and that is to ñteach them to everything that Jesus has commanded us.ò  The teaching ministry of our church is 

vital to growing in our faith ï something that never ends!   
 

 Itôs important for our children, itôs important for people new to the Christian faith, and itôs important to 

us folk who have been around a long while ï gone to Sunday School, been through confirmation and such ï 

important even for me as your pastor ï and Iôve been to seminary!   
 

 So we offer those Sunday School classes, and 1
st
 Communion classes, and Confirmation classes é  

AND Adult classes (on Sunday mornings).  As we offer these opportunities we are fulfilling Jesus command to 

ñteach themò and we are fulfilling Jesus command to Peter in the Gospel of John to ñFeed my lambs.ò  

Actually, Jesus tells Peter to do it three times!  ñFeed my lambs,ò he says.  ñTend my sheep,ò he says.  ñFeed 

my Sheep,ò he says.  All in the space of just a few verses (John 21:15-17.).   
 

 Itôs true, heôs making a special point with Peter, because Peter had denied he knew Jesus three times just 

before Jesus was crucified.  So he asks Peter three times whether Peter loves him, and three times he gives those 

commands in answer to Peterôs affirmation that he does love Jesus.  But the fact he chooses to make this 

command of Peter is significant ï especially for a church that was just about to get started.   
 

 So are you doing any feeding, and tending, any teaching for others?  It can be done through our 

programs I mentioned already, but it can also be done outside of them.  You can teach your children, or other 

family members at home.  In fact, for parents, this is a sacred trust and responsibility that we take on when we 

bring our child to the font for Baptism.   
 

 You can also teach, tend, feed others outside the home, in different ways, whether at school, in your 

neighborhood, at your work place, or just about anywhere you might go.  And it doesnôt have to be advice, or a 

lesson, or preachy, it can be done through the way you live, the way you relate to the people you meet, the way 

you talk and the decisions you make.  Sometimes we learn more from what we ñseeò in others than we do from 

what we hear from them.   
 

 So, when Jesus was teaching his disciples, some of what he taught he did by speaking,  some he did by 

example in his actions and deeds, some he did through experience, and some he did by expressing his love for 

his disciples ï in different ways.   
 

 How can you be a tender, teacher, feeder of peopleôs spirits?  Spoken word?  Action?  Example?  

Compassion?  Caring?  We can all do something, in some way, and in doing so, we not only fulfill Jesusô 

commands, we support others in their faith, even as we find support from others in our faith.   
 

 So consider how you might help others grow in their faith, in their knowledge of God, and in Godôs love 

for them é and find ways to put that into action ï here at Messiah, or wherever you might have the 

opportunity.  And remember, we donôt do it alone.  Jesus promised the disciples that he would be with them ñto 

the end of the age,ò and sent us the Spirit to be Godôs presence in our lives, so that we might have all that we 

need to live in and share His love, and the faith we have been gifted with.  With that in mind, pray, and look to 

God for the strength and resources you need to fulfill this mission, and know that He is faithful to give you all 

you will need.   See you in church!

What is a òWest Conference,ó and what does it do?   

The West Conference is a geographic portion of the Northern Illinois Synod that encompasses congregations in 

the Quad Cities and surrounding.  The purpose of the conference is to facilitate relationships between 

congregations in each area of the Synod to support each otherôs ministries and provide opportunities to work 

together in collective ministry efforts with area Lutherans.   
 

At this time, the only functioning support ministry that is happening is a monthly gathering of area pastors and 

lay professionals to provide a shared worship opportunity, mutual support and to stay informed on what is 

happening in the life of the Synod (like the fact there are 30+ pastor vacancies in congregations in the Synod).   
 

But there is potential for much more in bringing members of the churches together for shared ministry events 

and activities. For instance, we could be active in supporting Habitat for Humanity ï something we used to be 

connected with through the now defunct ILLOWA Coalition.  There could also be shared worship or youth 

program opportunities, and shared programs that with support from all of the Conference congregations.
